SESCAL/Americas ’08 is first U.S. continental show 
The first continental show to be held 

in the United States will be SESCAL/ 
Americas 08, on Friday-Sunday, Oct. 
10-12, at the Radisson at LAX. 

The show is co-sponsored by the 
Federated Philatelic Clubs of Southern 
California and the Federacion In-
teramericana de Filatelia (Inter-
American Philatelic Federation). 

Some 600 frames of exhibits are 
expected, making this the largest SES-
CAL ever. An estimated 60 dealers 

from the U.S. and other countries. 
The show theme is “Celebrating 

Philately in the Americas,” and a show 
cachet and cancels will be available. 

SESCAL will host the Annual As-
sembly of FIAF and honor its 40th An-
niversary, along with the national con-
ventions of the China Stamp Society 
and of MEPSI, the Mexico Elmhurst 
Philatelic Society International. 

Other meetings scheduled include 
the Arizona Philatelic Rangers, Ameri-

can Association of Philatelic Exhibitors, 
American Airmail Society, U.S. Phila-
telic Classics Society, International So-
ciety of Guatemala Collectors, MEPSI 
1868 Study Group,  Universal Ship 
Cancellation Society, COPAPHIL,  
Real Academia Hispánica de Filatelia, 
American First Day Cover Society’s. 
Claude C. Ries Chapter, Plate Number 
Coil Collectors Club, Peru Philatelic 
Study Circle, the International Society

What is FIAF? 
The Inter-American Philatelic Fed-

eration was established on Nov. 8, 
1968, meeting in Mexico City. It 
brings together all the federations and 
entities representing the philately of 
the countries in the Americas and 
those with whom there are traditional 
ties of historical and cultural character. 
This is the first continental federation 
that was accepted as an associate 
member of the International Federa-
tion of Philately (1983).

SESCAL/Americas 08 is an APS World 
Series of Philately exhibition held under the 
Auspices of FIAF and with Recognition by 
the FIP (Fédération Internationale de Philaté-
lie). Exhibits entered under the FIP-Option 
will receive international level awards recog-
nized at all future International Exhibitions. It 
is the only FIP-sanctioned show in the West-
ern Hemisphere this year. 

The 2008 Grand Prix of the Exhibition 
winner is eligible to compete in the APS 
Champion of Champions exhibition at 
Stampshow 2009, Aug. 6-9 in Pittsburgh, Pa.  

Awards will be presented at the Palmares 
Banquet at 7 p.m., Saturday, Oct. 11 in the 
Century Room. 

To ensure seating, tickets should be pur-
chased by Oct. 3. They’re $55 each and can 
be ordered by mail from Mrs. Betty Green, 
15125 Arlette Drive, Victorville, CA  92394-
2001. Include your e-mail address so you can 
be contacted if questions arise. 

The menu is posted on the SESCAL Web 
site. Any dietary restrictions or requests 
should be made with the ticket order because 
changes will not be made at the banquet. 
Tickets will NOT be mailed, but should be 
picked up at the show.

The Court of Honor 

The exhibition is pleased to offer two 
major collections illustrating some of the 
finest examples of USA philately that have 
ever been assembled as competitive exhibits. 

The U.S. 1847 Issues: Stamps that 

Changed the System owned by Harvey Mir-
sky of New York provides a comprehensive 
archive of the first  United States stamps. 
This postal history exhibit describes rates, 
routes, markings, and usages of the 1847 is-
sue with a focused goal of ascertaining 
whether the 1847-stamped mail actually did 
everything that stampless mail could do. The 
exhibit shows examples of the two 1847 
stamps prepaying internal postal rates and 
various other services, such as railroad and 
ship mail. This is followed by an amazing 
diversity of foreign mail with emphasis on 
the various foreign mail treaties. The exhibit 
received large gold medals at the Interna-
tional Exhibitions in Sydney in 2005 and St. 
Petersburg in 2007 and was a nominee for the 
Grand Prix Award both times. 

The U.S. Issues of 1861-1868 owned by 
Richard E. Drews of Chicago illustrates one 
of the most difficult and complex stamp is-
sues of USA philately. The exhibit traces the 
development of the National Bank Note Co. 
stamps from the ungrilled issues of 1861-
1866 through the various types of grill issues 
of 1867 and 1868. The exhibit shows an in-

exhibition.

Chairman’s welcome to SESCAL/Americas 

O 
n behalf of the 
Federated Phila-
telic Clubs of 
Southern Califor-

nia and the SESCAL Com-
mittee, it is my great pleasure 
to welcome you to the 64th 
Annual Stamp Exhibition of 
Southern California.  But the 
name SESCAL/AMERICAS 
08 says that this year’s show 
is not just another national 
show. 

This year only, the 
FPCSC has been joined by 
FIAF, the Interamerican Fed-
eration  of Philately, as co-
sponsors to create the first 
Continental Philatelic Exhibi-
tion to occur in the United 
States.

As a Continental Exhibi-
tion with International FIP 
Recognition, the differing 
requirements of the APS/
CANEJ, FIAF and the FIP 
had to all be reconciled or 

met. AND, since this is the 
first such to occur in the 
United States, many new 
issues had to be resolved.  
The able assistance of many 
has made this year’s special 
philatelic event a reality. Al-
though shows with interna-
tional recognition normally 
start their planning at least 
two or three years in advance. 
This show was done on a 
fast-track in about 10 months. 

I want to take this oppor-
tunity to thank those numer-
ous individuals who have 
worked together to bring this 
show to life in this short time. 

In addition to our numer-
ous dedicated SESCAL 
members, many other U.S. 
philatelists have joined the 
SESCAL/Americas 08 Com-
mittee, and a few will be 
mentioned here. The presi-
dent of the exhibition is Dr. 
James Mazepa of Florida, 
who is also the vice president 
of FIAF. 

Mr. Stephen D. Schu-
mann of Hayward represent-
ing FIAF joins me as co-
chairman in overseeing the 

many efforts needed for this 
exhibition. Mr. Ray Todd of 
Australia is the FIP consult-
ant and Dr. Hugo Goggel of 
Colombia is the FIAF con-
sultant. 

One of the requirements 
for international recognition 
is that all issues related to 
exhibits be the responsibility 
of FIP-approved judges. Dr. 
Ross Towle of San Francisco 
is the commissioner general 
in charge of the Exhibits 
Committee. 

Dr. Thomas P. Myers is 
the U.S. national commis-
sioner. The full list of na-
tional commissioners is on 
the Web site. Dr. Peter P. 
McCann of Florida is the 
president of the prestigious 
panel of 12 FIP-qualified 
philatelic judges. The tre-
mendous efforts of all in-
volved in selecting and han-
dling 600 frames of exhibits 
are deeply appreciated. 

The China Stamps Soci-
ety and MEPSI as guest so-
cieties head the list of socie-
ties and organizations that 
will be participating in the 

show. See the schedule on 
the Web site for a complete 
list of societies and the many 
excellent seminars, meetings 
and social events that will 
take place. A Welcome Re-
ception Thursday night be-
gins the show, and the Pal-
mares Banquet Saturday 
night caps the show. 

The SESCAL/Americas 
08 Exhibition Catalog will be 
an excellent memento as it 
will be a 44-page full-color 
catalog. Thanks to Vickie 
Canfield Peters for creating 
this masterpiece. 

Show setup is normally 
complete by about 6 p.m. on 
Thursday. Due to our con-
tract with the hotel, we could 
not change the date of the 
show even though Yom Kip-
pur is on setup day. Those 
affected by this should con-
tact the appropriate show 
committee chair to make any 
needed special arrangements.

W 
e welcome all 
to this year’s 
S E S C A L /
Americas 08, 

a unique stamp exhibition in 
U.S. philately.  It is a singular 
honor for the Federated 
Philatelic Clubs of Southern 
California (FPCSC) to have 
been asked to co-host the first 
continental philatelic exhibi-
tion to actually be held in the 
United States. Our co-host is 
the Federación Interameri-
cana de Filatelia (FIAF), one 
of the three continental fed-
erations in world philately.  
The exhibition is being held 
under the Auspices of FIAF 
and with recognition by the 
Fédération Internationale de 
Philatélie (FIP). 

FIAF is celebrating its  
40th anniversary and is hold-
ing its board meeting and 
annual assembly at the exhi-
bition on Thursday. Dele-
gates and/or commissioners 
from nearly all of the 21 
member countries will be in 
attendance. 

We also welcome the 
members of the China Stamp 

Society and of MEPSI, the 
Mexico Elmhurst Philatelic 
Society International. These 
societies are both holding 
their national conventions at 
SESCAL/Americas 08 and 
have planned several meet-
ings and events. 

That this exhibition is 
important to philately is evi-
denced by the over 800 
frames of exhibits for which 
applications were received.  
Although numerous out-
standing exhibits could not 
be accepted, almost 600 
frames of the finest philatelic 
exhibits from 20 countries 
can be viewed during the 
three-day exhibition. The 
exhibits will be judged by a 
jury of 12 internationally 
qualified members and four 
apprentice judges. Their goal 
is to complete all judging by 
Saturday morning.  

Many of the 130 exhibi-
tors will be attending the 
show. We welcome all and 
especially those attending a 
SESCAL for their first time. 
We are also pleased to have 
dealers from overseas and the 

Americas who are joining us 
for this special show. 

The costs of any interna-
tional show are much greater 
than those of a national one.  
The president of the exhibi-
tion, Dr. James Mazepa of 
Florida, has been assisted by 
a finance committee in rais-
ing the significant additional 
funds necessary. A list of 
donors who did not wish ano-
nymity is on the Web site and 
in the 44-page, full-color 
Catalog of the Exhibition.  
Our sincere thanks to the 
finance committee and to the 
many donors without whom 
this show could not have 
been attempted. 

SESCAL/Americas 08 is 
considered the U.S. show of 
the year by many. We thank 
the many volunteers who 
have and are working so hard 
for the success of this show. 
Additional volunteers will be 
required to staff all aspects of 
this show. If you have not 
already done so, please vol-
unteer to assist in any way 
you can. Simply contact the

— Editor 

 
SANDICAL 2008 was 

held Jan. 25-27, 2008, in San 
Diego at the Al Bahr Shriner 
Center. There was a  25- 

dealer bourse and 192 frames 
of  exhibits. 

The show began on 
Thursday night with a Chi-
nese dinner at the Emerald 
restaurant. The dinner pro-
vide an opportunity for out-
of-town guests and exhibi-
tors, judges and the show 
committee to chat, renew 
acquaintances and enjoy a 
fantastic meal. 

The jury consisted of five 
APS-approved judges. The 
chief judge was Tim Bartshe, 
who was assisted by Colin 
Fraser, David Herendeen, Jim 

Kotanchik and James 
Mazepa. They had a very 
difficult time because of the 
high quality of the 34 exhib-
its. After much discussion, 
they decided that the Grand 
Award Single Frame winner 
was Stephen Tedesco’s “The 
U.S. Webster of 1870: From 
Model to Finished Plate.” 
There was very tough compe-
tition for he Grand Award, 
but it was finally awarded to 
Omar Rodriguez for his out-
standing exhibit “Correo Cer-
tificado of Mexico from 
1700s to 1890s.” 

The many awards and 
special awards were pre-
sented after an outstanding 
steak dinner at the Butcher 
Block restaurant. All multi-
frame exhibitors received a 
plaque with a reproduction of 
a ship wreck cover from the 
outstanding collection of 
Jerry Santangelo. 

Planning for Sandical 
2009 has already begun. The 
show will be held the week-
end of Jan. 23-25, 2009, at 
the Al Bahr Shriner Center.
